Grading:

This course will be graded on the basis of attendance, class participation and two writing assignments. Eighty percent of the grade will be for attendance and class participation.  A perfect grade of an A for attendance and class participation requires the student to attend six of the eight meetings. Attending five meetings will result in an A- grade for attendance and class participation; attendance at four meetings will result in a B grade for attendance and class participation; attendance at three meetings will result in a C grade for attendance and class participation; attendance at two meetings will result in a D grade for attendance and class participation; and finally, attendance at fewer than two meetings will result in an F grade for attendance and class participation.  Twenty percent of the grade will be awarded for the successful completion of two essays (10 percent each) that are each at least two and no more than three double-spaced pages long.  The first essay is to deal with your comments on the Shen Wei performance on September 24.  The second essay is to deal with your comments on the Syracuse Stage production or your comments on the SSO concert.
